The department of pharmaceutical chemistry is one of the central important branches of the
institute is equipped with state of the art facilities to undertake academics in Bachelor of
Pharmacy course. In the frontier area of phytochemical research, the focus will be laid on
isolation, characterization and evaluation of biological activities both by in-vitro and in-vivo
models.
